Covenants have just a little "bah,
humbug!" to throw at you. Again, in "Exhibit B, Section 9. Holi-

day Decorations":

"Outdoor holiday decora-
tions may be displayed no
more than thirty (30 ) days
before the respective holi-
day and must be removed
within twenty (20) days
after the respective holi-
day."

Thirty days before Christ-
mas is an easy-to-remem-
ber November 25. If you're
anxious to get your deco-
rations up, that Sunday
will be a good way to work
off your Thanksgiving din-
ner. d
